YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO SEE AND COPY: 

 Your medical records and records of exposure to toxic
substances or harmful physical agents.

 Records of exposure to toxic substances or harmful
physical agents of other employees with work conditions
similar to yours.

 Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) or other information
that exists for chemicals or substances used in the
workplace, or which employees which may be exposed.
